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QUESTION 1: What did you accomplish during this reporting period? How did these
accomplishments help you reach the goal of your project? If relevant, what indicators
or benchmarks were used to determine your progress?

In late April 2024, we completed surveys (M04) for Astragalus geyeri var. triguetrus (ASGET)
within and near plots we watered during fall 2023-winter 2023/24 (see Project 2021-USGS-
2075A for details on plot selection and watering). We located ASGET plants and assigned them
to the herbivory (cage vs. no cage, M05), invasive plant competition (removal vs. intact
neighbors, M06), and pollination treatments (bagged vs. unbagged flower buds, M07). By mid-
June, we completed spring data collection (M08) and collected fruits from the senesced
treatment plants (M09) in late June.

Fruits are currently being cleaned, and seeds are being counted and weighed in preparation for
germination and viability testing and experimental seed burial.

These Milestones are instrumental towards Field Experiments 1 (Herbivory, invasive plant
competition, and pollination limitation) and 2 (Seed longevity) and developing our final
deliverables for this project.
