Mojave Max Emergence
Contest

The Mojave Max emergence contest Is the central
element of the education program. The first
Mojave Max emergence contest was held in 2000.
Assemblies are held iIn various Clark County
schools as a way of bringing education and
awareness about the desert tortoise and the Mojave
Desert to students.

The Mojave Max Emergence Contest allows
contestants to enter a guess when they think the live
Mojave Max will wake up from brumation in the
Spring. The person who guesses as closely as
possible to the correct day, hour, and minute when
Max emerges from his burrow wins!

In 2012 a total of 3,813 people entered a guess as to
when they thought Mojave Max would wake up
from brumation. In 2013 a total of 5,295 guesses
were received.

The 2013 contest winner was Kayla Marshall a 4%
grader from Gehring Elementary School.

Kayla guessed that Max would emerge on March
14, 2013 at 1:43 pm. Max actually emerged on
March 14™ at 1:45 pm.
